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Step 1: Using Staz-on ink,
stamp your image on the
3.5x3.5 square. On the
three 1 inch
pieces stamp
the bird at the
bird house, the
bird in the lower

left corner, and the

top of the bird house. Stamp
the last bird on a 1x2 piece.

Step 2: Now you get to
color all the pieces including
the smaller extra

pieces. You can use

any inks or paints

that you wish. In this

project the following
materials were

used to add color:
Twinkling H,O’s,
markers and glitter.

Step 3: Using the Stampbord
Scratch Knife, scratch
highlights on the house,
birds, pinecones, holly and a
few pine needles.

Step 4: Pick two of the 1 inch
pieces and glue them onto
the main image where they
match what is below. With
the other 1 inch and the 1x2
inch, put a spacer behind
them to make them
higher. In this project,

same  pieces  of
stampbord were used

for spacers. You can

also use foam core.

Step 5: With a brush or a
toothpick put on the snow.
While the snhow is still wet,
sprinkle it with glitter. Glue
a few crystals on the blue
background to look like
snowflakes.

Step 6: Using a pencil or
pen draw an outline around
the whole image. This gives
you a pattern to layer colored
paper behind it. To make the
patterns for the layers you
can use a copy machine
and increase the pattern 5%,
10% and 15%. Cut two of the
white 15% patterns.

Step 7: After the snow
has dried, glue the bronze
paper onto the back of the
stampbord. Glue the dark
blue paper on the back of the
bronze. Then glue one of the
white pieces of paper onto
the back of the dark blue.

Step 8: Cut three pieces of
the dowel rods. Two of them
3.5 and one 4.5 inches long.
You can also paint these
white.



Step 9: Glue the 3.5 inch
pieces on each of the side
edges of the white layered
paper and the 4.5 inch piece
in the center, where the peak
of the bird house is. Then
glue the other white paper on
the back of the dowel rods.
This can all be glued to the
stand making sure to leave
a space at the bottom for the
snow.

Step 10: Cut 4 pieces of the
dowel rod. Two that fit inside
of the top and bottom of the
frame and two that fit inside
of the sides of the frame.
Paint them with blue Lumiere
paint. This project uses a
frame that was 5x7, but you
can use any size you want.
Glue the blue dowel rods to
the inside of the back edge of
the frame. Let dry.

Step 11: With the acrylic
frame upside down, put in as
much flaky snow as you want.
You can add small pieces of
fabric softener sheets to cut
down on the static.

Step 12: With the acrylic
frame still upside down glue
the stand to the blue dowel
rods. Let completely dry
before standing it up. You
now have a fun snow globe to
keep or to give as a gift.
